1. Entry Fee:  $60/participant plus $5 per conformation class.  The $60 fl at fee includes entry into all competitions (excluding 
conformation), show clothing and the scheduled meals.  Please note that you must participate in a minimum of 4 competitions 
in order to receive show clothing.

2. Late Entry Fee: $100/participant and $15/conformation class after June 1.  
3. Animals may be entered in a maximum of one class except 2011 calves and animals entered in the Peewee Division.   2011 

calves are eligible to be entered in pair classes and calf classes.  Animals shown in the Peewee Division are eligible to be 
shown by another junior in a different division, provided the animal qualifi es.

4. There is no limit to the number of entries per member.  Use one form per participant.  All entries must be shown by the entrant 
and adult or non-entrant participation  is forbidden.

5. Show open to Canadian Junior Angus Association members. If  you require your membership send $10.50 where indicated.
6. Copies of the animal’s registration papers must accompany entry.
7. Alcohol & drugs are prohibited in the barns for the duration of the show.
8. Photography Competition: Photos must be taken by the junior exhibitor.  Can be entered in the following categories: (1) 

Angus Animal (2) Angus Scenery (3) Angus Animals & People.  Only one (1) entry per exhibitor.
9. Literature Competition: Original works created by the junior exhibitor.  Can be entered in the following categories: (1) Poetry 

(2) Fiction <3000 words (3) Non-fi ction <3000 words.  Subject pertaining to Angus cattle, the Beef Industry, Showdown or 
Junior Activities. Only one (1) entry per exhibitor.

10. Art Competition: Original work created by the junior exhibitor.  Any medium except photography.  Should depict something 
related to the Angus industry.  Only one (1) entry per exhibitor.

11. Scrapbook Competition:  The Scrapbook contest is to encourage junior members to keep a record of the different cattle 
functions they have been at over the past year.  It can also be used to educate other juniors on what things are like around 
your farm through the year.

12. Graphic Design Competition: Created using computer technology.  The entry must promote our breed, organization, 
industry or individual herd.  Examples are fl yers, posters, advertisement, newsletters, brochures, etc.

13. Public Speaking Contest: The speech may be on any subject pertaining to Angus cattle, the beef industry, Showdown or 
junior activities.  The speech must be the result of the contestant’s own efforts and cannot have been presented for any other 
competition.  Each speech will be three to fi ve minutes in length.

14.  To enter the above competitions, please bring your completed entries to the Show Offi ce.  Entrants must be in attendance at 
the show.  Marketing, Judging, Showmanship, Team Grooming and Angus Cookoff may all be entered at the show.

  (B) Open Division (animal may be owned by anyone, shown by a junior)
   (1) 2011 Heifer Calf (2) 2010 Bred Heifer (3) Two Year Old Female (4) Mature Female
  (C) Bred & Owned Division (animal must be bred & owned by only the junior exhibitor)
   (1) 2011 Heifer Calf (2) 2010 Bred Heifer (3) Two Year Old Female (4) Mature Female
  (D) Owned Division (animal must be owned by only the junior exhibitor)
   (1) 2011 Heifer Calf (2) 2010 Bred Heifer (3) Two Year Old Female (4) Mature Female
  (E) Bull Division (1) 2011 Bull Calf (2) 2010 Yearling Bull
  (F) Commercial Division (animal must be owned by the junior exhibitor & must exhibit Angus characteristics) 
   (1) 2011 Heifer Calf (2) 2010 Bred Heifer (3) Two Year Old Female (4) Finished Steer
  (G) Canadian Class (animal must be owned by the junior exhibitor)
   All animals with no imports showing on their registration certifi cate qualify for this class.
16. All animals must be broken to lead.  All yearling bulls must be shown with a ring or a humbug.
17. Calves shown with dam are eligible for the 2011 calf classes, however, if the pair advances to the championship, the calf will 

be ineligible.
18. ET calves that have been on a recipient cow can not be shown with genetic dam.
